1. 1823 president Monroe stated that the Americas were not open to colonization

2. 1898 Spanish-American War helped Cuba gain independence from Spain

3. It also granted Puerto Rico, Guam and the Philippines to the US

III. Panama Canal

1. Many countries wanted a canal through Central America for a quicker trade route to Asia

2. Teddy Roosevelt supported a revolution in Panama

3. When Panama won its independence the Panama Canal was started
