Step 1: Flip your introduction (Th. 1st, Sp. 2nd, G.S 3rd)

Step 2:  Start 1st sentence (Th.St.) with a sentence starter.

Step 3: Start 2nd sentence by rephrasing it or adding a final analysis, fact or detail. 

Step 4: Start 3rd sentence with another sentence starter. Re-word your G.S. or create a new one

Example: 
Original sentence:  There were many positive and negative effects of Imperialism. 
Re-phrased sentence: Imperialism had many benefits and drawbacks. 
I. Change the order of the sentence
Original sentence:  During the 19th century, European nations became imperialistic.   

Re-phrased sentence: European nations became imperialistic during the 19th century.
 II. Re-phrase time periods
 Ex. During the 19th century ( In the 1800s…
III. Re-phrase key words 
Ex. Japan became imperialistic ( began to imperialize/ began to conquer/ began to dominate…)

IV. Add a final analysis: 

Ex. Japan became imperialistic ( Japan began to conquer other countries and built an  empire. 
OR

Japan began to conquer other countries and affect the people they conquered.
Examples:

Introduction: (GST)
G: Throughout history many countries were affected by imperialism.
S: During the 1800’s, European nations conquered many countries to gain power.

T: Two regions greatly changed by European imperialism were India and China.
Conclusion:  (TGS)

T:  Clearly, India and China were impacted by European imperialism.

S:  In the 19th century, European countries dominated other countries for power and wealth.

G: In the end, imperialism transformed the world.
