IV The Fall

· Napoleon’s abusive rule led to a rise in nationalism throughout Europe and South America

· Because of this Napoleon was always at war

· He successfully controlled Europe but his biggest failure was the attack on Russia in 1812 

· June 12, 1812 Napoleon invades sends 600,000 soldiers

· Russians retreated using the “Scorched Earth” policy 

· Burned crops and villages to keep the French army hungry and cold 

· Winter came and French were unprepared

· Only 40,000 soldiers survived

· 1814 Napoleon was exiled to Elba

· French brought in Louis XVIII, brother of Louis XVI

V. Final Defeat

a. Napoleon returned to France in 1815 with a small army

b. France welcomes him back to rebuild an empire 

c. Fought at Waterloo in Belgium June 1815

d. Britain and Prussia united to crush France and end Napoleon’s career 

e. Exiled to St. Helena, an island in the South Atlantic

f. He died in 1821
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
