3. factory system = goods were produced in factories ( cheaper goods +  mass production

5. inventions/ dynamo = first electrical generator + Steam Engine/  locomotive ( railroad 

6. railroads/ fast shipping of goods across the country

7. Other inventions/ electricity + telegraph + telephone + refrigerator + typewriter/ new medicines = anesthesia + antiseptics
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
