A. 1832 Guiseppe Mazzini 

· Organized group = Young Italy

· Excluded/ people over 40 

· 1848/ revolutions/ eight states in Italy 

· rebellion failed ( Mazzini fled into exile 

B. Kingdom of Piedmont-Sardinia

1. 1852/ King Victor Emanuel II/ constitution ( people’s rights 

2. Camillo di Cavour = prime minister ( expand Piedmont-Sardinian’s power 
3. 1858/ France + Italy allied ( removed Austria from North Italy
4. Sardinia/ took over/ northern Italy + annexed other parts of Italy 

C. Garibaldi
· Cavour/ helped nationalist rebels in southern Italy

· 1860/ Giuseppe Garibaldi led 1,000 soldiers = Red Shirts / captured Sicily + Naples 

· 1861/ Garibaldi gave southern Italy/ Cavour

· Victor Emmanuel II = king of the Italian nation. 

· 1870/ Rome = capital of the United Kingdom of Italy

· Italy/ unified/ first time since Roman Empire
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
