Nationalism in the Austrian Empire

· The Austrian Empire contained different ethnicities and religions
· Nationalist groups in Eastern Europe pushed for self-rule or independence in the mid-1800s 

· Many nationalities lived in Austria (Germans and Magyars of Hungary were the largest) 

· Each national group had a strong sense of pride in languages and customs

· Most hated the fact that they were under the rule of the Austrians

The Dual Monarchy
· Francis Deak wanted Hungary to be ruled as a separate kingdom 

· The Austrian Emperor Francis Joseph made a compromise with the Magyars 

· In 1867 the Austrian Empire became a dual-monarchy 

· A dual-monarchy is a union of two monarchies (Austria and Hungary)
· each had constitution and parliament
· The dual-monarchy caused unrest 
· This broke down the unity of the empire
· the empire soon crumbled
