Iran and Reza Khan
· Reza Khan ruled for 16 years

· He attempted to improve Iran

· Built Trans-Iranian Railway 

· Introduced European education 

· He banned Iranian dress in favor of Western dress
Egypt and Muhammad Ali

· Ottoman ruler Muhammad Ali industrialized Egypt 

· Considered the founder of modern Egypt 

· He improved communication

· Built state educational institutions and a teaching hospital
· Improved factories, roads and canals

Suez Canal
· Egypt and France teamed in the building of the Suez Canal 

· Links the Red Sea and the Mediterranean Sea

· The purpose was to create a faster trade route between Europe and Asia
