Aim: How did imperialism affect China?


I. Imperialism in China

1. European Countries/ Britain + Germany + Russia + France + Japan/ wanted China
2. GB traded opium / Chinese tea
3. China/ widespread addiction
4. Chinese gov't outlawed opium/ Britain kept trading opium
II. Opium War

1. China declares war on Britain/ 1839
2. Opium Wars/ lasted 3 years

3. China/ old weapons + artillery/ outmatched by British gunships 
4. 1842/ China surrendered/ signed Treaty of Nanjing
III. Treaty of Nanjing

1. Treaty/ ended Opium Wars

2. Britain demanded "extraterritoriality" = British citizens face British law in China
3. British/ gained five open ports --> doubled Opium trade 
4. Britain/ indemnity = payment for all losses during the war 
5. Britain received Hong Kong 

IV. Uprisings in China

1. European nations/ started to imperialize China
2. Internal rebellions/ mid-nineteenth century

3. White Lotus Rebellions + Taiping Rebellion = failed attempts to overthrow gov't

4. Germany + France + Russia + Britain + Japan/ created spheres of influence 
5. 1900/ Boxer Rebellion = attempt to remove foreigners/ it failed --> Chinese Revolution of 1911
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
