· Ruler of Russia/ absolute monarch 

· United + expanded Russia

· used terror tactics + executed opposition
  B. Michael Romanov

· 1604-1613/ Russia/ period of chaos ( Michael Romanov/ czar or king

· Romanov’s/ ruled until 1917

C. Peter the Great

· 1682-1725

· Absolute ruler 

· Westernized Russia/ supported cultural diffusion 

· adopted western economics +politics + technology 

· Created Western military + navy

· Gained a warm-water port/ “Window to the West” ( trade with nations 

· reformed the law code + the tax system 

· Nobles/ shave their beards + wear western clothing

· Brought in western teachers ( increased education + colleges 

· His ideas would the model for decades in Russia
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
