I. The Council at Clermont
· 1095/ Pope Urban II/ declares Holy Wars
· Pope Urban II / send aid to Christians

· Holy Land/ conquered by Muslims

II. Urban Declares a Holy War

· Pope Urban II/ encourages/ people to fight 
· Urban’s promise = new lands + resources + wealth + forgiveness of sins

III. The First Crusade

· First Crusade/ 1096
· Jerusalem/ 1098
· Christians/ retake Holy Land / 1099

· The First Crusade = only successful Crusade

IV. Problems with the Crusades

· Crusades/ not well planned

· Crusaders / unprepared militarily + mentally + physically + no knowledge Middle East
· Many died/ heat exhaustion + starvation + diseases 

· weak leadership = reason for the failure
V. The Later Crusades


· Muslim general = Saladin ( recaptured Jerusalem/ 1187

· The Third Crusade ( truce between Muslims + Christians 

· Eight Crusades/ Muslims control Holy Land/ 1291

· Crusades =  turning point ( Europeans became interested/ Middle East goods + products + ideas from other cultures 
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
