I. The Dynastic Conflict


· The king of France died in 1328 without a male heir 
· Prince Edward III of England was named successor 

· The French did not want an English king

· This created a rivalry for the throne of France
II. The Hundred Years War
· began in 1338 and 1425 the fighting was constant

· By 1426, England was winning the war against France 
III. Joan of Arc

· French teenager from a small village 
· voices from God telling her to save France 
· 1429 she was given control of the French army

· Joan of Arc won many victories
· She was captured and sold to England 
· Joan was called a heretic

· She was found guilty and sentenced to burn at the stake in May 1431

· Her death inspired the French to fight and defeat the English by 1453
· Joan of Arc is now seen as a Christian saint
IV. The Effects of the Hundred Years War

· Developed the nation-state in Europe 
· Promoted nationalism in England and France

· Ended feudalism

· Towns, universities and learning grew in Western Europe
