· Christians/ religious punishment
· blamed witchcraft + Jews
· Anti-Semitism = hatred of Jews
· Pogroms = Violent attacks on Jews
· Christians believed/ Jews poisoned wells

· Pictures/ human suffering + killing + skeletons
