· improved military organization

· created a body of law 
· record keeping

· set out to create an empire

· conquered parts of China, Russia, the Middle East, India, Korea, and Eastern Europe
· considered great ruler
· conquered people kept their religions and culture
· Mongols assimilated and borrowed ideas from other conquered cultures 
· period of peace to Asia
· he died in 1227

· Mongol Peace

· Mongols protection increased trade 
· cultural diffusion spread

IV. Mongol War Machine 
· superior military
· extreme discipline 
· Rapid movement 50-60 miles a day
· used unique military strategies 
· used modern weapons
· formation style would deploy men in groups of ten
· ten thousand men was called a tuman

· Demanded tribute from the conquered (one-tenth of everything even people)
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
