V. Kublai Khan

· 1270’s he conquered all of China 
· Created the Yuan Dynasty (1264-1368)

· built a strong central government 
· reinstated the civil service examination 
· instituted Chinese philosophies and religions 

· tried to conquer Japan in 1274 and 1281 but failed 
· Marco Polo became a governor of China
· Polo eventually spread stories of China to Europe

VI. Fall of the Yuan

· The empire was too large 

· The Black Plague weakened the empire

· Resentment of Mongol tribute system caused problems in China and Russia

· government could not feed the people

· A peasant led a rebel army and ended the Yuan.

· founded a new dynasty called the Ming (1369-1644)

VII. Legacy of the Mongols
· largest empire ever to exist 
· lasted for 185 years

· stretched through Korea, China, Russia, the Middle East, India, Eastern Europe 
· unified Russia and China

· spread cultural diffusion
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
