Aim: What was the purpose of the Counter-Reformation?
I. The Counter-Reformation

· the Catholic Church instituted a series of reforms
· meant to stop the Protestant Reformation 
· Also meant to bring people back to the Church

II. The Society of Jesus 
· Ignatius of Loyola 
· created the Society of Jesus or the Jesuits
· was obedient to the Church
· followed the strict teachings 
· mission was to remove heretics 
· spread Western culture and Christianity to the non-Western world 
III. The Inquisition
· attempt to remove heretics
· lasted for centuries

· created the Index of Forbidden Books, which forbade any book that opposed Church ideas

· supported by the Church 
· targeted Protestants, Jews, and others that were against the Church

· used ruthless tactics to extract confessions and recant their beliefs

· responsible for tens of thousands of deaths

IV. The Council of Trent
· 1545 Pope Paul III wanted to define church doctrine
· reform the abuses of the church

· banned the sale of indulgences
· forbade the selling of church offices
· reforms tried to regain followers to the Church

· Catholicism would never regain its dominance over the Western world
