 I. Underlying Causes of WWI

· Militarism = build up armies ( arms race 
· Alliances = agreements between countries in case of war ( Allied Powers + Central Powers

· Nationalism/ countries desire independence 
· Imperialism = Competition over colonies 
· Anarchy = no governing body to control problems
II. Rivalries in the Balkans

· Eastern Europe = the Balkans

· Balkans = “powder keg” of Europe/ ethnically diverse

· Austria-Hungary annexed Bosnia
· Archduke Ferdinand + wife/ assassinated/ Bosnia
· Assassination = immediate cause of WWI
· Austria declared war/ Serbia/ July 1914. This action caused the alliances to join the war. 

· Russia declared war/ Austria

· Germany declared war/ Russia + France/ August 1914 ( First World War
III. Alliance of WWI

· Central Powers = Germany + Austria-Hungary + Ottoman Empire + Bulgaria

· Allied Powers = Serbia + Great Britain + France + Russia + United States/ 1917

IV. The Great War Begins
· Countries/ military technology = machine guns + tanks + poison gas + trench warfare ( stalemate. 

· Sea battle/ Germany / submarine warfare

· Germany/ sank the Lusitania ( U.S remained neutral

· Germany/ unrestricted submarine warfare = sink any ship without warning

· Zimmerman Telegram/ German plan for Mexico to attack the U.S ( U.S joined WWI

· Russia/ economic + political problems/ WWI

· Russia fought/ no food + weapons + hope ( Russian Revolution/ 1917

· Communist leader = Vladimir Lenin/ took control + left WWI

· U.S troops ( many victories

· Bulgaria + the Ottoman Empire + Austria-Hungary surrendered/ Allies

· November 11, 1918/ Germany surrendered ( end WWI
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
