Notes: The Peace Settlement

I. The United Nations

· Allies set up an international organization to secure peace. 
· In April 1945, 51 nations met in San Francisco to draft a charter for the United Nations.

· The U.N would last longer and play a much greater role in world affairs.

· In the U.N each member had one vote in the assembly.

· The much smaller Security Council was given greater power. 
· Five permanent members are the US, GB, France, China and the Soviet Union. 
· Each country had the right to veto any of the council’s decisions.

II Purpose of the UN

· To maintain international peace and security
· Collective measures to prevent and remove all threats to the peace
· Suppress all acts of aggression
· Adjust or settle any international disputes

III Universal Declaration of Human Rights

· The promotion of universal respect for and observance of human rights and fundamental freedoms.

· Main points:

· All human beings are born free and equal in dignity and rights.
· Everyone is entitled no distinction of race, color, sex, language, religion, political or other opinion 
· Right to life, liberty and security of person.
· No slavery

· No inhumane treatment or torture

· All are equal before the law

IV Genocide Convention

· The Genocide Convention was set up to declare what genocide is and the punishment that will follow if it is committed.
· Genocide is a crime

· Any act of genocide or conspiracy to commit genocide will now be punished
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
