· ALL of the following people and countries are examples of human rights violations or genocide

1915-1917: Armenian Massacre

· Ottoman Muslims slaughtered Armenian Christians

1932: Ukrainian Massacre

· Stalin forces collectivization on the Ukraine, starving millions

1937: Rape of Nanking

· Japanese massacred Chinese in city of Nanking

1941-1945: Nazi Holocaust

· Nazi “Final Solution” to exterminate Jews, Gypsies, Slavs, and others during WWII
· Over 11 million were killed

· Led to the Nuremberg Trials: first to punish war criminals for violating human rights

1970’s: Cambodia

· Pol Pot massacres 1.5 million Cambodians to cleanse the country

1990’s: Serbia, Bosnia and Croatia

· Slobodan Milosevic supported “ethnic cleansing” by Serbian military

1994: Rwanda

· Hutu kill over 800,000 Tutsi
