I. The Effects of World War I on Russia

The Russian Revolution due to the following:

· Defeats in battle, 

· poor leadership, poorly trained soldiers
· shortage of ammunition
· No food, shortage of bread

II.RUSSIAN LEADERSHIP

· Nicholas II: Refused to pull Russia out of war

· He abdicated the throne in February 1917

III. The Rise of Lenin 
· workers and soldiers were angered

· People looked for a leader that would fight for them 

· created a group called the Bolsheviks 

· Lenin supported Marxism and communism

VI. LENIN’S PROMISE
· He promised Russian People LAND, PEACE AND BREAD!!

· LAND: promised peasants land seized from nobility

· PEACE: to get out of WWI

· BREAD: end of food shortages

V. Communism

· created by Marx and Engels

· Communism is a society in which there is no private ownership

· all property is shared by the community for the common benefit of all members

VI. Bolshevik Takeover
· March 1918: signed the Treaty of Brest-Litovsk with Germans

· Germany gained territories in Western Russia 

· Russia withdrew from WWI 

VII. LENIN’S RULE
· Became a dictator and set up a totalitarian government

· Destroyed churches and synagogues

· Created the secret police 
· Russia plunged into civil war 

· Large army and supported by peasants

· Communists won 

VIII. The Execution of Tsar Nicholas II 1918

· The Communists ordered the execution on the Romanov family 

· This was done to keep any of the royal family from rising again 

IX. Lenin’s NEP 

· 1921: the NEP was a plan to rebuild Russia 

· placed major industries in gov’t hands, but allowed private businesses to form 

· Combined communism with capitalism

X. The Death of Lenin

· The NEP slowly helped Russia, but would not last 

· Lenin has a series of strokes and dies in 1924

· He did not choose a successor
