1. Madero wanted democracy +  ran for president
2. 1910 Diaz fixed election + Madero lost

b. Huerta/ used abusive gov't ( second uprising
c. Villa + Zapata + Carranza + Obregón ( fall of Huerta
V 1917 -1928
a. 1917/ Carranza created/ constitution 
b. Constitution granted free education + workers rights 
c. 1920/ General Obregón revolted/ Carranza = assassinated

d. Obregón brought peace + reform.

e. started = artistic renaissance + built schools + labor unions + redistributed land

f. Obregón/ reelected president/ 1928 ( assassination 

g. legacy = stopped violence of Mexican Revolution
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
