I. India
1. India was still a British colony

2. Many people wanted their autonomy or self-rule

II. India’s involvement in WWI

1. The Indians supported Britain in WWI, but wanted independence

2. Gandhi began to speak out against British rule

III. Amritsar Massacre

1. British troops fired on a peaceful protest

2. 379 people died, 1,137 wounded

3. Britain opposed any resistance
4. Britain attempted compromise but India wanted freedom
IV. Great Salt March

1. Nonviolent resistance to British authority. 

2. Britain imposed a tax on salt in India. 

3. Gandhi led 50,000 people on a 200 mile march to the seashore

4. People began to make salt illegally
V. Movement for peace

1. Gandhi and Jawaharlal Nehru pressed the British for greater reform.

2. In 1935, the British granted a constitution.

3. In 1937, Gandhi and Nehru began their “Quit India” campaign
4. India would gain its freedom in 1947

5. 1948 Gandhi was shot dead by a Hindu extremist
