A. The Old Kingdom: 2700-2200 BCE

a. King Menes I was the first king

b. He united Lower and Upper Egypt

c. All kings were considered Pharaohs, and were chosen by God to rule.

d. Viziers: or governors reported to the Pharaoh 

e. Pyramids were built during these years
B. Middle Kingdom

1. Existed 2080-1652 BCE

2. time of stability 

3. gave the people more land to farm 

4. dug a canal to connect the Nile and the Red Sea 

5. 1700: The Hyksos invaded from South Palestine and used horse and chariot

C. The New Kingdom: 
1. 1567-1085 BCE 

2. created a new empire 

3. built new temples to many gods 

4. dominated the Mediterranean Sea, North Africa and parts of the Middle East

5. many powerful pharaohs lived, but abused their power

6. During the thirteenth century BCE many invasions occurred

7. the Egyptian Empire came to an end in 1085 BCE

8. For the next thousand years, Libyans, Nubians, Persians, and Macedonians ruled Egypt
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
