· unified Upper and Lower Egypt 

· first law-giver 

B. Queen Hatshepsut 

· proclaimed herself Pharaoh

· She dressed as a king and wore a beard 

· long and prosperous reign

C. Thutmose III 

·  “the Napoleon of ancient Egypt” 

· created the largest empire 

· built over fifty temples 

D. Amenhotep III 

· built huge temples and statues

· Temple of Karnak and of Luxor
E. Akhenaten
· wanted a monotheistic society

· worshipped the sun (Aten) as the one true god

· He created the statues of Akhenaten 

F. Tutankhamen 

· eight or nine years old king

· died during his ninth year 

· tomb was discovered in the 1922 fully intact

G. Ramses II 

· believed to be from the Exodus

· reigned for 67 years 

· prosperous reign

· great warrior and peace-maker

H. Cleopatra 
· last Pharaoh of Egypt

· strengthened the alliance between Egypt and Rome

· committed suicide
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
