A. Latitude
· Lines that measure distance North and South of the Equator

· Lines are always parallel

· Lines are measured in degrees North and South of the Equator

· 0˚ latitude
· Other important lines

· Tropic of Cancer: 23.5˚N

· Tropic of Capricorn: 23.5˚S
· Latitude lines divide the earth into the Northern and Southern Hemisphere

B. Longitude
· Lines that measure distance West to East of the Prime Meridian

· Prime Meridian: 0˚ longitude

· Passes through Greenwich, England

· Longitude lines run 180˚W -> 0˚ -> 180˚E 

· Lines divide the earth into the Western and Eastern Hemispheres

C. The use of Latitude and Longitude
· Lines pinpoint exact locations on earth

· Used by captains, pilots
· Latitude lines can be used to predict climate
· Lines of longitude can be used to predict time
