· I. Human Geography: The study of the impact of an area’s land, water, climate, and resources on the people who live there
A. Rivers
· Natural streams of water of a great size

· Examples: Fertile soil 

· Overflows cause damage and devastation

B. Mountains
· A large landmass that projects above its surroundings

· Examples: Himalaya (Asia), Ural  (Europe)

· Have served as a defense against attack and invasion

· Have blocked the movement of people and ideas

C. Deserts
· An arid land with little rainfall and vegetation

· Examples: Sahara (Africa), Andes(South America)

· Natural form of protection against invasion

· Barriers to travel and communication; difficult to live in 

D. Oceans
· The whole body of salt water that covers nearly ¾ of the earth’s surface

· Examples: Highways for trade, travel, and communication

· Barriers to people, ideas, products

E. Seas
· Large bodies of water partly or wholly  enclosed by land

· Examples: Easy to travel on (port cities)

· Coastal cities open to invasion
