a. Archeologist

· Studies the past by using artifacts to discover clues to ancient civilizations and mysteries.

· An artifact is a man made object

· Tablets

b. Anthropologist

· Studies the past by looking at the culture of a specific group or civilization

c. Paleontologist

· Studies the past by examining fossils to discover and reconstruct the past
